Day Three - Mixed Relay (Teams of three including one member of each sex) 3 x 1 
km loops shoot twice, 3 extra rounds for each bout of shooting.  (unofficial teams 
are permitted and Each District is eligible to win only one relay medal even if two 
official teams are entered.)  
 
On the arrival day there will be a ski practice (no shooting) at ski trails behind the 
school
